First Deputy Police Commis-
sioner John F. Walsh says the
Police Department has limited
itself to an effort to suppress
solicitation in bars, public lav-
atories and Turkish baths and
any approaches to minors by
homosexuals. No attempt is
made, he says, to enforc the
theoretical ban on private
homosexual conduct between
consenting adults.

Blackmail Feared

Homosexuals and some legal
authorities argue that this pro-
hibition, even {f unenforced,
should be removed from the
statute books. Its mere exist-
ence, they contend, offers a
foundation for possible black-
mail of homosexuals.

sychiatrists and public offici-
als. In the first place, it is
observed, truly psychotic in-
verts who prey upon pre-adoles-
cent boys are no more com-
mon than molesters of girl ju-
veniles,

The Borderline Cases

Secondly, prevalling psychi-
atric opinion is that a single
homosexual encounter would be
unlikely to turn a young man
toward homosexuality unless a
predisposition already existed in
the individual.

There is general belief, how-
ever, that strict enforcement of
the law against seduction of
minors is important to protect
borderline cases from adult in-

fluences that could swing them|P

toward homosexual orientation
when heterosexual adjustment
was still possible.

Commissioner Walsh, officials
of the State Liquor Authority
and New York homosexuals
agree that there is evidence
that the crime syndicate had
moved into the operation of
bars and night-spots for homo-
sexuals as early as 1957,

The police and the liquor au-
thority have closed, temporarily
or permanently, scores of places
—-more than 30 last year alone
—where disorderly conduct in-
volving homosexuals was es-
tablished.

“There i{s no direct proof of
syndicate operation, but on more
than one occasion we have had
the same persons employed in
this type of place as manager,
bartender or doorman, indicat-
ing some sort of organization,”
Commissioner Walsh says.

He acknowledges that this
may involve some low-level po-
lice pay offs but says it is un-
organized on the police side, The
Commissioner’s confidential unit
cracks down on such practices
whenever they can be estab-
lished, he says.

Two names have recurred in
the behind-the-scenes operation
of these places. One is an ex-

bility that is inherent in many
homosexuals, cause most such
homosexuals partnerships to
founder on the jealousies and
personality clashes that a het-
erosexual union would survive.
Hence, most homaosexuals are
condemned to a life of promis-
cuity - -the cruising of bars scek-
‘ing casual partners.
- It is miscalculation in this
'almost inevitable phase of their
'lives that most often brings
homosexuals into conflict with
the law, This peril, however, is
becoming less menacing.
“From homosexual subjects
treated 25 years ago we learned
that finding a paramour was a
difficult and dangerous under-
taking,” wrote Dr. Abram Kar-
diner, a leading authority in
the field, nine years ago. “To-
day [1954] we learn they are
lentiful, in all walks of life,
with no risks involved, They
are to be found in bars, restau-
rants, theaters, publi¢ toilets,
in the factories and universi-
ties,"

Silent Partner

The ex-convict has owned or
operated a succession of places
that catered to homosexuals.
His license for operation of a
West Side bar was not renewed
several years ago but he has
appeared in the management of
other homosexual haunts since
then,

Syndicate interest in such
operations is financial. Homo-
sexuals are traditionally willing
to spend all they have on a gay
night. They will pay admission
fees and outrageous prices for
drinks in order to be left alone
with their own kind to chatter
and dance together without pre-
tense or constraint.

Homosexuals are victimized
frequently by “fag workers'—
young hoodlums who specialize
in leading homosexuals on and
then robbing and beating them,
sometimes fatally.

A homosexual who had
achieved good progress toward
cure under psychoanalysis re-
cently told his analyst that at
certain hours on certain eve-
