Bikes on Buses

The METRO Transportation System can help you 
make connections around the city with your bicycle.  
All local buses are equipped with bike racks. Bicycles 
can also be stowed on high-floor commuter buses 
in the designated baggage compartment. 

Bikes on METRORail 

Bikes are allowed on METRORail at all times. People 
riding bikes are asked to follow a few rules so all 
riders can be safe:

•	 Never stop on the tracks.
•	 Cross the tracks only at designated crossings 

and look both ways before crossing the 
tracks. Trains travel in both directions.

•	 Cross perpendicular to the tracks to avoid 
your wheels being caught in the tracks.

•	 Pay attention and obey all traffic signs and 
signals. You can get a ticket if you enter an 
intersection against the traffic lights.

•	 Never ride or walk your bike around crossing 
gate arms.

•	 Never try to beat a train to the crossing.

Bike Parking  
Bike racks are available at most Park & Ride lots, 
transit centers and rail stations, and we continue 
to work to improve our bike parking options.  Bike 
share (Houston BCycle) stations are available near 
several of our rail stations and transit centers.
