Apologies over the June 7" broadcast

As a head of International News Division, | extend my most sincere
apologies for a computer animation clip in a segment in the NHK’s
domestic program “Kore-de-wakatta Sekai-no-ima” broadcast on
Sunday, June 7th. It included materials that were inappropriate.

| deeply regret having hurt or offended our viewers and those who
are suffering from discrimination and prejudice in and outside Japan.

The 26-minute segment reported that the protests in the U.S. were
triggered by the death of George Floyd after he was pinned to the
ground by a white police officer. It also reported the background on
how people were angered by the case, and divisions in American
society.

The one-minute-21-second clip cited data to show how hardships,
such as the wealth gap between white and black Americans, cause
suffering in the U.S..

However, we received criticism from viewers that the way African
Americans were depicted in the clip was insensitive and biased. We
pulled the clip from Twitter, and stopped providing the whole
program through our NHK Plus online video service available within
Japan.

The animation showed a black man with large muscles. The
animated characters were shown as if they were acting violently out
of frustration over the economy, which gave viewers the wrong
impression of African Americans.

At the time of the broadcast, most of the protests were peaceful and
involved people of many races. However, the clip did not correctly
reflect this. We received strong reactions from many people who felt
that the animation encouraged discrimination and prejudice against
black people.



The question we faced was whether we had given proper
consideration to human rights and diversity in taking up the issue of
racism. Our senior editors and others checked the clip during the
process of production. However, the way we depicted black people
lacked sensitivity and respect. | extend my deepest apologies for
hurting the dignity of so many in Japan and worldwide.

We at NHK have decided to retrain our reporters and producers to
have a greater awareness of human rights issues. Going forward,
we will base our news gathering and producing on multiple
perspectives. We will also have more in-depth discussions on all
themes.

There is no place for discrimination or prejudice. We take your
criticisms seriously. We will go back to work with a renewed focus on
human rights in our reporting and producing, so that this kind of
mistake will never be repeated.
