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Crown of thorns Starfish
Acanthaster planci
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® Diamiter about 30 cm (12 inches), with about 10 to 17
arms bearing poisonous spines. During the daytime they
hide under table corals and ledges, so to avoid stings,

be careful where you put your hands.
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Remove visible spines and soak in hot water

[at a tolerable temperature of 40-45 °C(104-113 °F)]
or apply plastic bag of hot water, being careful not

to burn the wound area.
