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The Bluenose

Around the world, many people love to ride on boats in
summer. There are many different kinds of boats. For example,
sailboats use the power of the wind to move over the water, and
they are very popular. One of the most famous sailboats in history
was called the Bluenose.

The first Bluenose was built in 1921 in Nova Scotia, Canada.
It was used for both fishing and racing. In October 1921, the
Bluenose took part in a famous boat race and won first prize.
From then, the Bluenose became well known. It also won the same
race in 1922 and 1923. During the 1920s, it was the fastest
sailboat in the North Atlantic Ocean, so people called it the “Queen
of the North Atlantic.”

The Bluenose used the power of the wind, but it was not as
fast as newer boats with engines.* People liked boats with engines
because they were powerful and easy to use. These boats became
very popular in the 1930s, so the captain and owner of the
Bluenose sold it in 1942.

Sadly, after the Bluenose was sold, it hit a coral reef* in the
ocean and sank. However, many Canadians still remembered it.
They loved the story about the Bluenose, so a company decided to
build a new Bluenose in 1963. It was given to the people of Nova
Scotia in 1971, and people can still see and ride on it today. There
is even a picture of the Bluenose on a Canadian coin. The
Bluenose will never be forgotten.
