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If a movie is titled ‘‘Good Hot
Stuff’’ consider the possibilities...
K could mean virtually anything.
K it’s X-Rated with an all male
cast, the possibilities become mind
boggling. And so it is. The
story of how ‘‘Good Hot Stuff”’
came to be is almost as mind
boggling as the film itself.

It all started in 1972 when

Jack Deveau, Robert Alvarez and
Jaap Penraat decided to form a
company to produce all male films.
They decided to call themselves
Hand in Hand Films as a rather
obvious indication of just how they
would work together. Deveau had
been involved in public relations,
hotel management, industrial de-
sign and and avid amateur photo-
grapher. Alvarez was, by 72,
a very successful film editor with
credits including work on Wood-
stock, The American Family for
NET, and as an editor of commer-
cials for television. Penraat, a
mtive of Holland, was an archi-
tect with an international reputat-
ion, and had been associated with
Deveau in anindustrial design firm
Three highly successful men, but
basically ‘‘greenhorns’’ in the
movie business.
Now, three years and 14 prod-
uctions later, a catalog of over
30 films distributed exclusively
by the company they are now re-
leasing their most important film
to date. ‘‘Good Hot Stuff’’ opens
to prove wrong the old adage about
lightning never striking twice in
the same place. It promises to
be the most important and enter-
taining gay film of ‘75, perhaps
the seventies.

Unlike ‘‘Erotikus’’ one of
their releases, which is the his-
tory of the gay movie, ‘‘Good
Hot Stuff’’ is the history of Hand
in Hand and is a remarkable docu-
ment of how three people can de-
dicate themselves to an idea and
succeed if they are talented, care-
ful and most of all smart enough
to gather around them lots of tal-
ented people. In 1973, Archie L.
Gresham joined the company as
its General Off-Broadway and had
worked as stage manager at the
Public Theatre, business manager
for ‘‘The Movie Musical’’ at Thea-
tre 80 St. Marks, manager of the
Greenwich Mews Theatre, (one
of New York’s oldest off Broad-
way houses. They nurtured the
talents of other directors (Peter
da Roma, Arch Brown and Thomas
DeSimone to mention a few), com-
posers (Stan Freeman and David
Earnest), writers and actors not
to mention creating a crew of craft-
smen to execute the films: photo-
graphers, lighting and costume de-
signers and certainly not least of
all those all important people gen-
erally referred to as ‘‘grip’’. The
company now supports a staff of
10 that increases to 20 (not in-
cluding actors) when a film is act-
wmlly being shot. In a market
that is most unpredictabel and
sometimes hazardous, this growth
was no easy task. But as ‘‘Good
Hot Stuff’’ most assuredly shows,
it has paid off for the company and
most importantly it will pay off
for the movie goers who will be the
ral winners when they plunk down
their admission price for this one.

The French Quarter Theater
in Houston has now booked ‘‘Good
Hot Stuff for its Southwest Prem-
iere direct from New York. Fri-
day, October 31st, has been sched-
uled for its opening at Houston’s
only gay owned and operated thea-
ter with a tentative running period
of one week. The FrenchQuarter
is working closely with Hand In
Hand productions and currently has
plans to bring the best of the gay
films available for showing inHou-
ston.
