All officers in the GGS at
the present are serving onatemp-
orary basis for a period of three
months. Atthe beginning of the GGS
it was decided to elect temporary
officers until the organization had
grown and could elect permanent
officers. That time is now at
hand.

It was decided that the GGS

would meet once a month on the
first Tuesday of each month, and
that the meetings would alternate
between the four gay bars in Gal-
veston.

You
must have proper I.D. on youatall
times.
