Man Charged in Accident that involved Alcohol
Houston police have filed charges against a man in a traffic accident that killed a passenger in his car.
Samuel Sanchez, 25, is charged with intoxication, manslaughter, and intoxicated assault.

Police say Sanchez was driving his silver Nissan Pathfinder eastbound in the 1800 block of W. Alabama
Street on Monday at about 2:30 a.m. The Nissan crossed the center and westbound lanes, drove into a
parking lot, then struck a wooden fence and a house.

A male backseal passenger, 35, was pronounced dead at the scene. Sanchez and another passenger
were taken to the hospital in unknown condition, according to a Houston Police Department press release.

Police said they determined that Sanchez was intoxicated when the accident happened.
