Abstract. The article describes means of language representation of violence and defense of its victims in the Eng-
lish social advertising discourse. Five groups of verbs which denote kinds of violence and ways of defense have been singled
out; their semantics and combinability with the nominal lexemes denoting reasons, purposes, results, means and ways of
violence have been considered. The nomination density of the groups has been analyzed to show the correlation between the
parts of social relations verbalized in the discourse under study.
