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SPEECH OF THE CHIEF GUEST, THE HONORABLE
STATE MINISTER FOR PLANNING H.E. DR. SHAMSUL ALAM

Good Evening to you all,

I am personally very pleased and excited to be among you here, because it is a very
important conglomeration of enterprises of both the countries. I am thankful to His
Excellency the Ambassador of China and his tea, for his cooperation. I must complement
Mr. Mahbub Uz Zaman, the immediate former Ambassador of Bangladesh to China. I am
also thank for to Mr. Gazi Golum Mortuza, the President of BCCCI , Mr. Ke Changlian,
president of CEAB and Mr. Mamun Mridha, the Acting Secretary General of BCCCI who
has just signed a MoU and representatives of the enterprises present here and those who
have organized such an event of trade and economic cooperation between Bangladesh and
China.

Trade is the engine of growth. I am the key person as the chief planner of the country who
prepared the Vision 2021 document and on that basis led the preparation of the 6th and the
7th Five-Year-Plan. I have also led the 8th Five-Year-Plan that is in vogue now. This would
be implemented by 2025. Within this period Bangladesh a planned path of growth. We
have become a Middle Income Country, removing the stigma ofLow-Income-Country and
have been graduated to a developing country. When the Government of Sheikh Hasina
came to power, at that time our growthrate was 5.5%. We raised per capita income to
something around US § 2024. This is the Gross National Income. We led the country in an
accelerated path of growth. We also have versioned for the long-term goal of Bangladesh
Delta Plan. We are certainly in a transforming stage of the economy of the country. But
suddenly we fell in the covid challenge in 2021. During the past two and a half years we
have successfully managed in coping with the covid period. Japan has remarked that Ban-
gladesh 1s an exceptional country that managed the covid situation.

I remember that Bangabandhu described his historic China visit in his personal memoir. He
cited the examples of China in handling poverty. Bangabandhu foresaw it in the 1970s and
inspired us to follow the examples of China. We would certainly emphasis on business
visits side by side with educational and cultural programs for people to people interaction,
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I think the peoples of the two countries can help each other’s understand the ways of life.
How they transformed their society, especially in China. Our people can learn a lot from
the experience of China.

I would urge upon China for granting more scholarships to our students. In education,
science and technology China is certainly quite advanced. We may go for free trade
agreement in addition to China’s tariff waiver of 99% export products from Bangladesh.
China can send more FDIs using the special investment zones for China. I would also urge
for low-interest loans for projects rather that suppliers’ credit support.

I would like to extend my congratulations to Bangladesh China Chamber of Commerce
and Industry (BCCCI) and Chinese Enterprises Association in Bangladesh (CEAB) for the
successful convening of the China-Bangladesh Enterprises Cooperation Forum 2022. [ am
more than delighted to take this great opportunity to meet and exchange thoughts with all
distinguished participants of this blissful event on promoting the cooperation of enterprises
from China and Bangladesh.

The China-Bangladesh bilateral relationship is strong, complementary and growing. Our
economic and political ties are vast and robust. The firm friendship between China and
Bangladesh was jointly forged by the elder generation of national leaders of the two
countries and enjoys a profound historical and social foundation and solid public support.
The two countries have always trusted, respected, supported and helped each other. Since
China and Bangladesh formally established diplomatic ties back in the mid-70s of the last
century, the two sides have been sharing broad success for cooperation in areas such as
agriculture, trade, marine affairs, climate change, infrastructure, urban management, and
poverty alleviation, and remarkable progress has been achieved in these key areas.

Under the Belt and Road Initiative, China has signed more than 200 collaboration
documents with 149 countries and 32 international organizations. As of the first half of
this year, China's trade in goods with countries involved in the BRI totaled $11.8
trillion, and its nonfinancial direct investment in these countries exceeded $140 billion.
By the way, it is learnt that Chinese direct investment in Bangladesh has increased by
300% and China has promised to invest more $40 billion into joint ventures and
infrastructure projects through the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), which will highly
facilitate realizationof the main target of the Bangladeshi government with bringing
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dynamism in the economic activities, creating employment, increasing assets and
easing the livelihood of the people through infrastructure development.

As one of the most reliable and trusted friends, China continuously supports
Bangladesh through various means to promote the infrastructure development,
including concessional loans, investment cooperation, project contracting and
China-aid projects. China had invested more than $10 billion in multiple government
projects in Bangladesh. The year of 2022 is a milestone in the infrastructure
development. A number of mega projects have been andwill be completed this year,
including the Padma Bridge Project,8th Bangladesh-China Friendship Bridge, South
Asia’s largest STP-Dasherkandi Sewage Treatment Plant, Karnaphuli Tunnel and some
other power and rail projects.

Many other ongoing mega projects in various sectors with Chinese enterprises’
participation in Bangladesh like the Installation of the Marine Pipeline Project which is
Bangladesh's first marine pipeline project, Upgrading of Joydevpur-
Debogram- Bhulta-Madanpur (Dhaka By-Pass) Road (N-105) Into 4 Lanes through
Public Private Partnership (PPP) Project, Ghorasal Polash Urea Fertilizer Project
(GPUFP) Project, Ashuganj 400MW CCPP Project (East),reflect the diversity of those
involved in building and shaping Bangladeshi Infrastructure construction

development and country’s economy will witness a massive change on completion of the
ongoing key projects. What’s more, we have proposed a PPP [Public Private Partnership]
agreement between the two governments. Latest progress is a memorandum of
understanding signed between Bangladesh Economic Zones Authority (Beza) and China
Road and Bridge Corporation, and China will soon begin work on developing an economic
and industrial zone in Chattogram's Anowara Upazila.

Bangladesh has possibilities of becoming fastest growing nation in South Asia under the
visionary leadership of Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina. It is on track to graduate from the
UN’s Least Developed Countries (LDC) list in 2026. Only the completion of the
construction work on the Padma Bridge would directly connect the capital with south and
other regions of the country and is expected to boost the GDP by 1.2 percent, showing that
the implementation process of many mega projects faces difficulties, but they will mark
successfulcompletion in the end.

In order to further deepen the closer comprehensive partnership of cooperation, Foreign

Minister of China Wang Yi arrived in Dhaka on 6th August, 2022, for a brief but crucial
visit to hold talks with the Bangladesh’s top leadership. Both sides discussed ways to
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minimize trade gap between the two countries and China has agreed to add more
products in the list of duty-free access to the Chinese market from September. State
Councilor and Foreign Minister Wang Yi announced that the duty-free treatment of 98%
tariff lines goods originating from Bangladesh exported to China will take into effect on
September 1, which will further help to boost Bangladesh's export to China.

To boost Bangladesh's export to China, here are some points I would like to share:

First, we recommend Bangladesh's enterprises and exporters to participate in China's
International Import Expo (CIIE). Exporters from Bangladesh have been invited to CIIE
for four consecutive years. Like previous CIIEs, standard booths for Bangladeshi
enterprises will be set up during the 5th CIIE to be held this November. Bangladeshi

enterprises are also welcome to participate the China-South Asia Exposition in
Kunming, which is my hometown. Again, free booths are always provided to our
Bangladeshi friends. And the China Import and Export Fair in Guangzhou (Canton Fair) is
another influential fair that is worth participating in. China is exploring the possibili-
ty to avail convenient visa facilities to business associates and enterprises from Bangladesh
to cooperate and exchange industrial outlook with Chinese enterprises during this
post-pandemic period.

Second, Bangladesh needs more Chinese market-oriented investment. Bangladesh needs to
produce what the Chinese market needs in order to boost export. China's investment in
Bangladesh in 2021 amounted to 1.26 billion dollars and grew almost threefold. With an
accumulated investment of nearly $3 billion, China remains a prominent FDI source for
Bangladesh. The good news is that the Chinese Economic and Industrial Zone, as the first
industrial park, will soon be built in Chattogram, which is of landmark significance. It is
hoped that more Chinese enterprises could be attracted to invest here to improve the manu-
facturing industry and industrial structure of the country, therefore, Bangladesh will have
more diversified exportable products and thereby enjoy more opportunities to grasp the
Chinese market.

Third, Bangladesh needs to advance studies on the bilateral Free Trade Agreement (FTA).
In preparation for Bangladesh's graduation from the LDCs in 2026, we are glad to notice
that the Bangladeshi side has shown a positive attitude and opened consideration on FTA
with trade partners, including China. It is the proper time for our two countries to promote
mutual consensus and deepen a joint feasibility study on FTA. FTA between China and
Bangladesh would definitely help to make a preferable arrangement.

Last but not the least, bilateral financial and currency cooperation is strongly
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recommended to help facilitate trade and economic cooperation. If we could use RMB and
Taka in bilateral trade, it will reduce transaction costs and mitigate exchange risk. If we
could have a currency clearing arrangement between the central banks of our two coun-
tries, the cross-border payment and settlement of RMB will boost Chinese investment in
Bangladesh and China's import of Bangladeshi goods on an unimaginable scale.

The 21st century is an era of revitalization for developing countries, and developing coun-
tries' jointly striding toward modernization is huge progress of human civilization. We
should continue to support each other, remove disturbances, focus on development, and
stride with confidence towards the stated goal of achieving the revitalization of respective
nations with common consensus“deepen strategic integration, and further enhance
practical cooperation”.

Looking ahead, we welcome Bangladesh to deepen cooperation with China under the Belt
and Road Initiative, and to explore new opportunities under the Global Development
Initiative. The Chinese dream of the great national rejuvenation and the “Sonar Bangla”
dream are well connected. Let us join hands to realize our dreams together!

In the recent
time as Bangladesh Bank runs short of dollars, China’s Yuan and Bangladesh currency
Taka should be exchanged under some sort of denominational scheme.

Recently our Honorable Prime Minister has declared setting up of exclusive economic
zones for Chinese investment. During my tenure in China I have seen some achievements
in drawing Chinse investment thanks to the cooperation of BCCCI and I hope such
cooperation will be continued. I will be pleased to cooperate in such efforts and will
definitely try my level best to improve the bilateral relations between Bangladesh and
China further.

2021 was a special year for us as we celebrated the centennial of birth of the Father of the
Nation and the Golden Jubillee of our Independence. The President of China sent message
to our honorable Prime Minister and said that they really appreciate that the Father of the
Nation visited China in 1952 and also said that China never forgets its old friends and that
Bangabandhu was a great friend of China.
