Citybus Introduces Special Services for the HK Marathon 
Together, We Run Further 

 
 
(13 January 2026, Hong Kong) In conjunction with the upcoming annual sports event, the 
“Hong Kong Marathon 2026” on Sunday (18 January), Citybus is pleased to announce the 
operation of 9 Special Marathon Routes on the event date. These services aim to provide 
convenient transport for athletes travelling from various districts to the starting point of 
the Marathon. By offering direct and comfortable transport, we support all participants on 
their journey, in line with the theme, “Together, We Run Further.” 
 
The Special Routes provided by Citybus encompass all key starting points of the 
Marathon. Participants in the Marathon and Half Marathon may take advantage of our 
services and alight either at the Cross Harbour Tunnel Bus-Bus Interchange or East Tsim 
Sha Tsui bus stop, both within walking distance to the starting point on Nathan Road. For 
those participating in the 10km Race, alighting at Victoria Park bus stop for a simple walk 
to the starting point located on the Island Eastern Corridor. Details are as follow:
